Clark’s 2020 nominations include: Best Rock Performance for “This Land,” Best Rock Song for “This Land,” Best Contemporary Blues Album for THIS LAND and Best Music Video for “This Land.”
The 62nd Annual GRAMMY Awards®  air Sunday, January 26th live on CBS from the Staples Center in Los Angeles.
Recently, Clark was featured on an episode of CBS News Sunday Morning in both conversation and performance. Its immediate impact hurled THIS LAND into the #2 spot on the iTunes Rock Album Chart and #3 on the overall Album chart. Clark has had three albums in the Top 15 of iTunes overall Album Chart. The special will feature a lineup of all-star artists paying tribute to Prince's unprecedented influence on music. The special will be broadcasted later in 2020 on CBS. About Gary Clark Jr.:  Clark made a major impact throughout 2019. Upon release, This Land – Clark’s third full-length studio album – bowed at #6 on the Billboard Top 200, marking his third Top 10 debut. It also attracted acclaim from the likes of The New York Times, The Washington Post, The Los Angeles Times, Rolling Stone, Pitchfork and more.  He has performed on Saturday Night Live, The Late Show with Stephen Colbert, The Ellen DeGeneres Show, The Tonight Show Starring Jimmy Fallon, The Late Late Show with James Corden, Jimmy Kimmel Live!, Good Morning America, CBS News Sunday, CBS This Morning, The Today Show, Late Night with Seth Meyers, The Daily Show with Trevor Noah, The Howard Stern Show, WTF with Marc Maron and more.  Clark embarked on his biggest international headline run to date, topping bills at legendary festivals and venues such as the Hollywood Bowl, and made multiple appearances in stadiums supporting and sharing the stage with The Rolling Stones.

The legendary Roots Crew have become one of the best known and most respected hip-hop acts in the business, winning four GRAMMYS, including "Best R&B Album" for Wake Up!, "Best Traditional R&B Vocal Performance" for "Hang in There" (with John Legend) and "Best Group or Duo R&B Vocal Performance" for "Shine." This brings the band's GRAMMY nomination count to twelve. Additionally, "The Roots Picnic,” a yearly star-studded mix of musicians, has become a celebrated institution. The Roots were named one of the greatest live bands around by Rolling Stone and serve as the official house band on The Tonight Show Starring Jimmy Fallon. Most recently, Black Thought and Questlove have been the executive producers of the acclaimed documentary series “Hip-Hop: The Songs That Shook America” on AMC.
